ECYCLING
Beginning this Monday, the Village will initiate a curbside recycling program. To participate, simply pick up a green recycling bin at the Village Hall. The hours are Monday to Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. and Saturday from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The first recycling bin is free to each Village resident. Additional bins may be obtained for a fee of $3.50. The following sections of this newsletter outline the types of material that may be recycled.

BOTTLES & CANS

Both clear and colored food and drink glass bottles and aluminum cans may be recycled. Labels do not need to be removed; nor do the containers need to be washed. Broken bottles are not accepted. 

PAPER

Most paper can be recycled. We require that you separate paper into the three individual groups: newspapers, magazines and catalogs, and mixed paper. Inserts and advertisements may be left in the newspapers. Mixed paper includes white and colored paper, cardboard, cereal boxes, junk mail, and brown paper bags. Plastic window envelopes are recyclable.

Contaminated paper products may not be recycled and include paper coated with food, covered with wax, soaked in oil, or laminated.

PLASTIC

Types 1 and 2 plastic jugs and bottles are accepted. Milk jugs and soda bottles generally are recyclable in our program; motor oil and anti-freeze containers are not. Check the bottom of the jug or bottle for the code number. Because caps are not recyclable, remove all bottle caps from jugs and bottles.

OTHER NOTES

Johnny’s Grocery in the Village Square will accept plastic grocery and produce sacks for recycling. The store is open 24-hours a day for your convenience.
